Church World Service has refugee resettlement affiliates across the country which welcome
more than 6,000 refugees each year. Many of these refugees come to the Church World
Service affiliates through the Disciples’ Refugee and Immigration Ministries program. Others
come through other denominations.

In the past, these funds have been used for Christmas gifts,
school clothes, shoes, school materials, an ice skating party, and an after school program for
refugee children.
